 (prot ss041 2025) PROCLAMATION FOR AN AVAILABLE EDUCATION FOR ALL

We wish to reaffirm the need for all public and private social actors, whether for-profit or not-for-profit, to work together to promote the territory as an essential COMMON GOOD that constitutes education available to all, as a space for the construction of a more dignified, just, and sustainable society. The territory favors the right to connectivity, the right to communication, the right to information and the right to study in this respective order.

ORSALC, as a team of representatives of institutions committed to social progress, is pleased to see how the various social progress is pleased to note that the various participants have already achieved a powerful consensus around the following principles:

REHUMANIZATION as an anthropological category that recognizes and exalts the notion of person. Territorial social responsibility is, therefore, the recognition of one's own place in the environment, the identity of persons and communities. The territory is considered as: personal dignity (body and habitation); health and socio-environmental environment (city, nation, orb); society of shared value.

Both institutions and individuals occupy a social place; and therefore, integrate and approach the problems of the region. This social place demands a policy of strategic programs that, in alliance with other social sectors, formulates priority areas for regional development and commits the necessary resources, without falling into a DISARTICULATED ACTIVISM OR SELF-REFERENTIAL THEORETICISM. It is also advisable that, in the exercise of reflection and action, the "social place" of each one should be kept in mind: governments, businesses, educational institutions, organizations, and civil society. 

The importance of territorial processes demands the consolidation of a stable EDUCATIONAL ECOMUNITY, committed to the achievement and development of its mission functions, because a territorially responsible institution maintains balanced relations between the parties, favoring processes of quality participation and legitimizing itself through these processes.

The dynamisms, demands and transformations, both national and international, in the field of territorial health management require the necessary MODERATION to preserve one's own identity in the relationship with that environment and with many environments that are currently being established: real, virtual, mediated, and immediate environments. The models of territorial responsibility contemplate, in the field of organizational management, environmental health concerns and those concerning human and labor relations.
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
